Policy:





1. 0	General Policy 





	1.1	The Junior Member Advisors will maintain a list of report card periods for the school year.





	1.2	All parents/guardians and junior members will be informed of this policy before joining an 		individual fire station.





	1.3	The student must submit a copy of their report card in a sealed envelope and will be placed in a 		secured location designated by the Junior Member Advisor.  





	1.4	The report card must be submitted to the Junior Member Advisor no more than 72 hours after 		receiving the report card from the school district. If the report card 	cannot be submitted on time 		the junior member must notify the Junior Member Advisor immediately. 





	1.5	Junior members are encouraged to ask for assistance with their academic work.  The Junior 		Member Advisory may offer assistance from other members to assist them with their academic 		studies.  





	1.6	For failing grade the student will be offered academic assistance by another member of the 		Shippensburg Fire Department. If the student does not accept the offer of assistance, a 14 day 		suspension will be given for each failing grade. 
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
