2.0 Applicability:	This Policy should be utilized by the leadership of the Shippensburg Fire Department in 			the event of a Line of Duty Death.





3.0 Policy:





	3.1	In the event of a “Line of Duty Death” the Shippensburg Fire Department has adopted the 


		Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Guidelines on the ”Line of Duty Death”





	3.2	A copy of the 	Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Guidelines on the ”Line of Duty Death”


		Will be kept with each Stations Policy manual.





	3.2	In the event of a line of Duty Death the following notifications need to be made:





Station Chief and President of the involved company


Notification of Company members


Borough Fire Chief


Borough Manager/Workers Compensation


County Emergency Management


State Fire Commissioners Office


Stations Insurance Company


Notifications to other Borough Stations and Mutual Aid





3.3	In the event of a Line of Duty Death, the station should be taken out of service and transfers 	initiated until the Station Chief feels that they are no longer needed. 





3.4	The Counties Critical Incident Stress Team should be notified along with local clergy to assist 	with firefighter grief. 





3.5	Traditionally the County Corners officer or a medical physician will make notifications to the 	family of the LODD. 





3.6	A fire department member will be placed with the deceased firefighter’s family for as long as 	need or requested by the family.





3.7	A public information officer shall be appointed to handle all press releases.





3.8	All training records of the deceased firefighter will be collected and secured for an investigation 	by local or state officials.  





3.9	All station SCBA flow Test, Ladder Testing, Pump Test, and PPE Inspection records should 	also be secured for an investigation by state and local officials. 
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3.10	Written statements from firefighters and officers that may have witnessed the LODD need to 		be done as soon as possible. These statements will be secured for the investigation 			from state and local officials. 





3.11	All Station Flags will be placed at half staff for 30 days.





3.12	Stations may be draped in black bunting to demonstrate the grief of the fire department.





3.13	All fire department badges will be cover with a black band for 30 days. 	





3.14	The Incident Command System should be used in the managing the death of a firefighters and 		the activities afterward. The following group leaders should be considered. 





Family Liaison 


Funeral Home Liaison


Food Coordinator


Fire Police


Public Information Officer


Logistics Officer





3.15	The fire department will support all wishes of the family members involved. 
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
