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Purpose:	To provide guidance for the Engine Company operating on the scene of vehicle fire incidents.





Applicability:	This policy applies to all personnel of the Shippensburg Fire Department responding on the Engine Company for vehicle fire response.





Policy:





1.0        Apparatus Positioning





	1.1	All personnel will initially respond wearing full PPE (Personnel Protective Equipment) 	including SCBA. Accountability Tags shall be placed on PASS ring, prior to departure from 	apparatus.





	1.2	Apparatus should be positioned in front of or to the rear of the vehicle that is involved 	by at 	least 100 feet.





	1.3	Apparatus should block two (2) lanes of traffic, a working lane and a safety lane.


		(The Shoulder can be considered a working lane)





	1.4	Consider positioning the apparatus and the direction of the attack from the end of the 	vehicle opposite the fuel tank. If possible, approach the vehicle from a 45 degree angle. 





2.0       Fire Attack	





	2.1	To provide maximum protection to personnel and effectively extinguish an extensively 	involved vehicle, two (2) lines at a minimum of 150 GPM each will be deployed. The first 	line should move to extinguish any fire in the passenger compartment and/or fuel 	storage tank 	area. The second line will be employed as a back-up line.





	  2.2	The vehicle involved should have the tires cribbed to prevent the vehicle from going into 			motion during suppression actives.  





	  2.3	A search for occupants shall be performed, including the passenger compartment, trunk, 	and 		under the vehicle.





	  2.4	The apparatus operator should pull a Class B extinguisher as a precaution.
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3.0	Officer Considerations





	3.1	Engine Company Officer’s Responsibilities include:





Inner and outer circle check of the vehicle involved


Check for injuries or fatalities


Determine type of incident, MVA, Fire/Other


Check for Hazardous Materials, Fuel Spills, Wires Down


Operations and Investigations





	3.2	Determine class/type of vehicle involved.(Ex: Commercial, SUV, Passenger Vehicle).





	3.3	With the advent of larger vehicles, consider requesting a second Engine Company or Tanker.





	3.4	Consideration should be given to using Class B foam, when escaping flammable liquids are 		involved. 





	3.5 	Work with local police agencies and investigators in the investigation of the fire cause. 
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
