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Purpose:	To provide a standard system of initial placement for responding apparatus and personnel.





Applicability: All Shippensburg Fire Department personnel.





Policy: 





Level I Staging





1.1	Normal apparatus positioning will be conducted in accordance to SOP 2:17 “Apparatus Positioning”. 	Fire Apparatus Level I Staging may be ordered by the Incident Commander or the first arriving unit officer. 





1.2	When Level I staging is requested the following actions shall be taken:





The first arriving Engine Company will respond directly to the scene and will operate to its best advantage leaving room for the Truck Company.





The first arriving Truck  Company will respond directly to the scene and will operate 


to its best advantage, positioning normally on side Alpha.





1.3	All other apparatus will stage in their direction of travel, approximately one block from the scene.





1.4	Tactical considerations when staging should be considered, ie: water supply, direction of travel and access to the rear of the structure if needed.  





1.5	Units placed in staging shall announce their location when arriving at their designation, ie: 


	“E1-52 staging at the hydrant at King & Earl”








Level II Staging





Level II Staging may be utilized for large complex incidents that require large reserves of companies. Level II Staging will be call for by the Incident Commander.





The Incident Commander will identify the location of the Level II Staging location. The location will be announced after all units are responding.





All responding units will report to the announced staging area.





The first arriving Engine Company unit officer will assume the responsibilities of the Staging Sector, if one has not already been assigned by the Incident Commander.    
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3.0	Staging Sector Officer





3.1	The Staging Sector Officer will communicate directly with the Incident Commander on resources needed.





3.2	The Staging Sector Officer should be identified with a command vest and be equipped with a portable radio, status board or clip board for documentation. 





	3.3	The Staging Officer will document all apparatus in staging their status and their staffing levels. 





	3.4	When the Staging area goes below Two Engines and One Truck command will be notified. 
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
