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Purpose:	To provide guidance for the Rescue Company or Truck Company operating on the scene as a Rapid Intervention Team. 





Applicability:	 For all personnel responding as a Rapid Intervention Team.	





Policy:





1.0	Staffing and Assignment Considerations;





	1.1	Optimum staffing for the Rapid Intervention Team(6), FFI or equivalent, personnel Proper RIT Training (including Operator and Officer). All personnel shall donn full PPE, SCBA, and a portable radio. Accountability Tags shall be placed on PASS ring prior to departure from the apparatus. 





	1.2	Operator: The operator is responsible for the safe response of the 	apparatus and the crew onboard, and proper positioning of the apparatus upon arrival. He/She is also responsible for the operation of all components of the apparatus,(generator, light tower, and Amkus pumps.)


Once the aforementioned task are complete, the operator shall donn full PPE, set up a tool station, provide portable lighting and assist with the 	Rapid Intervention Team as needed.





	1.3	Officer: The Officer, will be a line officer or a senior firefighter that is responsible for determining the most efficient route of travel to the 	incident scene. The RIT Officer will direct the actions of the RIT Operations at the unit officer level. He/She conduct a scene size up an initial action plan.  The RIT officer will ensure that the scene is safe from hazards before any rescue is conducted. The RIT Officer will update the next level of command of conditions and progress of operations on a regular basis. 
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1.4	RIT Crew-  Will establish a staging area with equipment for access for deployment. Team members will do a scene size up to familiarize themselves with the scene and develop an action plan and make corrective actions at the scene when necessary.  


	


2.0	Equipment Selection





	2.1	The selection of tools and resources maybe determined by the RIT Officer. The tools and 	equipment list is just a minimum equipment list for the staging area.

3.0	Scene Size Up





	3.1	The RIT Officer will report directly to the Incident Commander to 	be briefed on the incident 		status.





	3.2	The RIT Officer will do a 360 of the scene along with the crew to become 	familiar with the 	scene and determine resources needed and identify any safety concerns such as structural 	integrity.  





	3.3	The RIT Staging area(s) shall be established and announced over the operation talk group.
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	3.4	The RIT Team will ensure that the building is properly laddered, and that there is proper means 	of egress from the building. Proper lighting shall also be in place for the safety of all 	personnel operating on the scene.





	3.5	The RIT Officer will also make face to face contact with the scene safety officer and 	accountability officer. If there is not one in place, the RIT officer will make this request to the 	Incident Commander immediately. 





4.0	RIT Operations:





	4.1	Once a MAYDAY has been called on the call for RIT by the Incident Commander the team 	will be activated and deployed. 





	4.2	The RIT Team will be responsible for rescue and the RIT Officer will determine the type of 	rescue necessary and resources needed. 





	4.3	Changing conditions of the Incident Scene shall be communicated to the RIT Team officer.  





	4.4	Once the team reaches the victim a size up shall be given to the incident commander.





	4.5	A Back up RIT Team shall be put into place once the RIT Team goes into 	service.





	4.6	After the rescue has been completed a scene size up shall be conducted to 	determine the best 	action for terminating the scene.





5.0      Termination





	5.1	Once the scene has been terminated and the safety of all firefighters can be assessed, RIT can 	be stood down by the Incident Commander.





	5.2	After RIT has been stood down, an announcement shall be made over the operation talk group. 





	5.3	The RIT Officer shall have a face to face briefing with the Incident Commander before leaving 	the scene.
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
