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Purpose:	To ensure that all personnel have and maintain their Personnel Protective Equipment. 





Applicability:	This policy will apply to all members that have been issued Personnel Protective Equipment.





Policy:





1.0 	Procedure





	1.1	Protective Equipment is furnished for the protection of all personnel. It is the responsibility of each member to maintain their equipment and report any discrepancies.





	1.2	Protective equipment shall stay out of the direct contact of sunlight.





	1.3	All Protective Equipment will be inventoried and inspected annually.





	1.4	Any Protective Equipment that has been exposed to a hazardous chemical or a petroleum product shall be taken out of service and properly cleaned.





	1.5	If you plan to store your Protective Equipment on the apparatus while you are on station, it will be your responsibility to remove the equipment before you leave.





	1.6	Protective Equipment will not be stored on the floor on the apparatus room. All equipment shall be stored on a gear rack.





	1.7	Personnel protective equipment such as turn-out coat, turn-pants with boots, helmets with chin straps, gloves and a nomex hood shall be donned on all fire & rescue emergencies unless otherwise ordered by a chief officer. 





	1.8	Drivers will be responsible for having their protective equipment with them and donn the proper equipment after they arrived on scene.





	1.9	When responding to Brush/Mountain fires proper Wild Land gear will be utilized.
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1.10	If at any time your Protective Equipment needs repair, it is the responsibility of the member to notify an officer immediately.





1.11	All Protective Equipment will be properly cleaned within 24 hours of the incident.





1.12	Safety glass’s and hearing protection is provided on all apparatus and shall be utilized when conditions warrant.





1.13	High visibility safety vest have been placed at all riding positions and shall be donned when working on any roadway, highway or Interstate. The highway safety vest does not need to be worn when working in proximity of a fire or hazardous chemical.





2.0	Helmet /Shield Identification





2.1	All Helmets shall be NFPA Compliant both company owned and personnel property of the member.





2.2	The only (4) colors permitted to be worn are:


White-   Chief, Deputy Chief, Assistant Chief ,Captain


Yellow- Interior Firefighters


Black  -  Interior Firefighters


Natural-  Interior Firefighters


Green-    Junior Firefighters 


Orange-  Exterior Firefighter





2.3	The only shield colors permitted to be utilized are:





White-Chief Officers


White- Line Officers


Green-Junior Member


Yellow, Black, Orange – Firefighters


Black with a White insert- Master Firefighter 
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
